Colton Parish – Highway Repairs 
as sent to Dave Huck (Highways Technician, david.huck@cumbria.gov.uk ) on 13/9/11 and now containing his response sent back on 26/9/11. Final list send in October (see BetterHighwaysWorks-ColtonPCOct11).
In  priority order:

More major repairs:

1. URGENT: Between Crosslands and Thwaite Head - SD 346 904 - Roadside fallen into beck – road badly eroded and undercut – dangerous!
Response: As our previous email the repairs to wall are in hand with Martin Elson here in our Kendal Office.
2. Skowbarrow Lane,Rusland. SD 343 887 Ongoing problem with deep and extensive flooding every year – culvert needs enlarging? 
Response: The debris screen on the culvert at Skowbarrow Beck was removed approx 12 months ago & I have had no reports of any flooding at this location since. Raymond Crowe from Rusland Hall Farm always lets me know if it floods here as it affects his fields. Let me know if this is not the case. If still a problem this work would have to be added to the list of major schemes for future consideration. 
3. Pig field drainage (Shive of Cheese)- SD355 864 – has this culvert been dug out? Still flooding on the road.
Response: The Environment Agency are in the process of prosecuting the owner of the pig field. We cannot proceed with any works here until the EA give us their consent. The EA have taken a statement from Graeme Wheelhouse regarding highway matters at this location.
4. Colton SD 315 856 – "Waste Bridge" – collapsed drain – needs replacing.
Response: Work for Area Team November.
5. Colton SD 315 857 – roadside beginning to drop down steep slope into field under hedge. Hidden hazard. 
Response: Area Steward will check extent of slippage in embankment prior to Area Team visit. This may be too much for two man gang.
Other repairs 

6. Rusland/Ickenthwaite: SD 328 898 'Corker Lane' just north of Barkhouse Bank Farm – road surface very badly eroded Also - drains need exposing (buried 4" below mud in places) and clearing out to solve wash-out and ice cover problems there. Potholes north along road down to junction with C5022.
Response: The Cat 1 dangerous defects (potholes) on Corker Lane have been picked up as part of the annual safety inspection. They have been marked up for patching & this will happen shortly. The work on the buried drains will be done by Area Team in November.
7. Rusland/Longmire-Hulleter: SD 326 870 to SD SD 328 883 – Road from junction at Longmire to junction with C5022 at "sheepwash" – bad erosion and potholes all along this length (note middle section through Hulleter farmland not too bad but then bad potholes at the northern end again.)
Response: The road from Bouth through to Sheepwash  is due to be marked & patched this year prior to surface dressing next year. The Area Team have been asked to make safe any dangerous defects in the interim
8. Oxen Park – 2 badly broken drain grids need replacing:  i) at narrowest point in village next to Glenview barn –stone placed over it. SD 318 872 ii) just south of village before right-hand bend (as going south) SD 317 871.

Response: Work for Area Team November
9. Oxen Park – dip south of village – drain appears blocked at SD317 870. Perennial problem needs sorting as causes flooding in dip.
Response: Work for Area Team November
10. Finsthwaite, pothole outside the gate of Church View Cottage,. SD368879
11. Finsthwaite, stretch of road just NW of High Dam access road (SD37008815).
12. Finsthwaite/Stott Park, pothole at Bobbin Mill E. entrance (SD372882)
13. Low Stott Park - pothole again on sharp bend  - (SD374881)
14. Finsthwaite, pothole to S. of noticeboard in (SD36758785)
Response for 10-14: Area Team has been sent to make safe potholes. Once we have been informed about dangerous potholes we need to take action straight away. To leave them would lay us open to claims for negligence of our duty. Please phone all dangerous potholes through to the Highways Hotline.
15. Road from Newby Bridge to Shive of Cheese, alongside the river towards Newby Bridge Halt. The roadside by the hedge is now significantly degraded. There are always cars parked here and it is often used by canoeists. 
Response: The fundamental problem appears to be the parking. I have passed these details to Stuart Brathwaite in our Traffic Section here in Kendal. He will investigate the matter & respond to you directly regarding this issue. (update- highways proposed bollards, we said no thanks. They said not willing to repair at cost of £15K. Lengthsman to put down some chippings?)
